Mark 1:14-21a, 29-39
After John was arrested, Jesus came into Galilee
announcing God’s good news, saying, “Now is the time!
Here comes God’s kingdom! Change your hearts and
lives, and trust this good news!” As Jesus passed
alongside the Galilee Sea, he saw two brothers, Simon
and Andrew, throwing fishing nets into the sea, for they
were fishermen. “Come, follow me,” he said, “and Il
show you how to fish for people.” Right away, they left
their nets and followed him. After going a little farther, he
saw James and John, Zebedee’s sons, in their boat
repairing the fishing nets. At that very moment he called
them. They followed him, leaving their father Zebedee in
the boat with the hired workers. Jesus and his followers
went into Capernaum...

After leaving the synagogue, Jesus, James, and John
went home with Simon and Andrew. Simon’s mother-in-
law was in bed, sick with a fever, and they told Jesus
about her at once. He went to her, took her by the hand,
and raised her up. The fever left her, and she served
them. That evening, at sunset, people brought to Jesus
those who were sick or demon-possessed. The whole
town gathered near the door. He healed many who were

sick with all kinds of diseases, and he threw out many
demons. But he didn’t let the demons speak, because
they recognized him. Early in the morning, well before
sunrise, Jesus rose and went to a deserted place where
he could be alone in prayer. Simon and those with him
tracked him down. When they found him, they told him,
“Everyone’s looking for you!” He replied, “Let’s head in
the other direction, to the nearby villages, so that | can
preach there too. That’s why I've come.” He traveled
throughout Galilee, preaching in their synagogues and
throwing out demons.
